	Subject/grade level: Science 9

	Materials: 
· 15 large blank sheets
· 20 felt pens

· Artifacts they find

	Lesson objective(s):

· Students are going to get an idea of how an ecosystem works and how those organisms depend on one another
· Students are going to get an understanding of the First People’s principle of Interconnectedness


	Curricular Competities: 

· Questioning and predicting: Make observations aimed at identifying their own questions about the natural world
· Applying and innovating: Contribute to care for self, others, community, and world through personal or collaborative approaches


	ENGAGEMENT

· Describe how the teacher will capture students’ interest.
· The teacher will capture the student’s interest with a Youtube video on what an Ecosystem is

· The teacher will be pausing the video and explaining concepts as they go along
· The students will be going outdoors which will get them engaged



	EXPLORATION

· Describe what hands-on/minds-on activities students will be doing. 

· The students will get a chance to go on a walk in the park and get a sense for the outdoors using their sense of sight, smell, hearing, touching

· Students will get into pairs and collect one artifact from the walk to bring back

· List “big idea” conceptual questions the teacher will use to encourage and/or focus students’ exploration

· How do these items from the walk relate to one another? Are they dependent on other things for survival? Are you able to view the items from a different perspective other than the Western one?
· Teacher will introduce the First Peoples principle of Interconnectedness and how it is similar to an ecosystem


	EXPLANATION

· Student explanations should precede introduction of terms or explanations by the teacher. What questions or techniques will the teacher use to help students connect their exploration to the concept under examination? 

· Students will be able to get into pairs or groups and create mind maps about how items are interconnected
· Students will form a talking circle, and have a chance to individually share their artifact
· They will have the chance to talk about the significance it has to the environment including themselves


	ELABORATION

· Describe how students will develop a more sophisticated understanding of the concept.
· By engaging in collaborate activities such as mind maps 
· By listening to what others have to say in the talking circles
· Watching YouTube videos as the teacher lectures overtop
· How is this knowledge applied in our daily lives?

· Students will get a chance to reflect on how we impact our environment, and how we can directly or indirectly affect it with our actions
· Students will have a changed perspective on the outdoors, understand the principle of interconnectedness


	EVALUATION
· How will students demonstrate that they have achieved the lesson objective?

· By sharing their thoughts in the talking circle
· By asking questions

· By brainstorming with the mind maps

· Teacher has to wonder around and pay attention
· By answering a question on the polls/exit slips at the end which they hand in
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
